Mahindra 3-point lifting Problems
Check my oil & fluid chart for the correct type and quantity.

Lift action is jerky during operation:

Fluid level may be low or hydraulic pump or piping may be sucking air into system.

1.  Check fluid:
MODELS:  475/485/575/5005/4005/3505/4505/E-350/ 25 series & OTHERS
At the rear, behind the seat on the right there is a pipe plug on the top of the chamber.  Unscrew it and there is a dip stick on the bottom.  Check the oil chart on my web site but most of them use non-foaming 
30 wt. or engine oil.  If the tractor has a loader you might want to run a little over-full on the dip stick.  If you put too much it will it kick oil out the breather located under the seat.

3-point will not go down:

 1.  Make sure both lift levers are all the way down.

2.  If you have an implement with a driveline, make sure it telescopes and is not bent.

Make sure the adjustment hand wheel under the front of the seat is turned all the way out.  This is used to lock the implement up during transport by preventing the arms from going down.

3.  While standing behind the tractor, look to the left of center about where the adjustable top link hooks up and there is a silver plunger that tends to stick and rust up over time.

This plunger senses push and pull from the implement on the top link and tries to adjust the lift action.

Clean up, Lube and make sure it is moving in and out freely by prying it in with a screwdriver.

4.  There is a shaft that runs crossways under the seat that hooks the two large lift arms which can rust up.  It is usually the shims on the ends that are visible between the center housing and the arms.
5.  .  There is a twist valve on the front of the hydraulic unit under the front of the seat that if shut off will lock the lift position at what ever height it might be.  This is generally for travel to hold the implement up.
