Mahindra 4-wheel front axle problem
NOTE:  Many times broken front axle parts can be attributed to the rear tires not getting sufficient traction due to not enough weight on the rear of the tractor.  Be sure and keep a heavy implement on the rear of the tractor when doing heavy front loader work.  Without enough traction on the rear, the front axle parts are doing all the work due to slippage of the rear tires.  This will cause breakage of front axle parts.

You may also want to put water in the rear tires for ballast.  We have a water injector on our shopping cart under miscellaneous to install water in the tire.  In colder climates, a type of non freezing solution must be used and installed at a professional tire shop. 
“10 SERIES” FRONT AXLE PROBLEMS:
With the front wheels in the air, hold one wheel and have someone else turn the other wheel.  If it spins while the other stays still, something is broken in the front axle or on one side or the other.  If the other wheel tries to turn back the other direction the front axle parts are probably OK and the trouble may be in the driveshaft or the transmission.

Pull the oil filler plug in the top of the left axle housing, look down inside with a flashlight while turning the left wheel.  If the axle turns, the trouble is in the other side.
