BLEEDING THE 2 FILTER FUEL SYSTEM ON THE MAHINDRA
1.  SHUT OFF THE FUEL SUPPLY VALVE IN THE LINE GOING TO THE BOTTOM OF THE FUEL TANK.

2.  REMOVE CENTER BOLT ON FUEL FILTERS & REMOVE FILTER CANS.

3.  REMOVE FILTERS AND CLEAN CANS.

4.  INSTALL FILTERS AND FILL CANS WITH FILTER WITH DIESEL.

5.  INSTALL CANS & FILTERS AND LEAVE CENTER BOLT LOOSE.

6.  TURN FUEL SUPPLY VALVE ON AND PUMP PRIMER ON THE PUMP OR THE FUEL FILTER.

7.  WHEN FUEL STARTS COMING OUT TOP OF ONE FILTER, TIGHTEN FILTER TO ONLY 14 FT. LBS. THEN CONTINUE THE SAME WITH SECOND FILTER.  CAUTION: THIS BOLT BREAKS EASILY!

THERE IS A BLEEDER VALVE ON THE FILTERS BUT IT CAN BE FROZEN AND BREAKS OFF SO THIS IS WHY WE RECOMMEND THE LOOSING OF THE FILTER CANS IN STEP 5.

THIS SHOULD ALLOW ENGINE TO START & RUN IF YOU DID NOT RUN THE ENGINE UNTIL IT SHUT OFF DUE TO LACK OF FUEL. 
1A.   IF SO, YOU WILL HAVE TO LOOSEN THE LINES WHERE IT GOES INTO EACH INJECTOR AND CRANK THE ENGINE UNTIL THE DIESEL STARTS SPITTING OUT AT THE INJECTOR LINE CONNECTION. 
2A.   TIGHTEN THE LINE FITTING AND MOVE TO THE NEXT INJECTOR LINE AND REPEAT THE PROCESS.
