Mahindra Tractor Overheating

OVERHEATING TRACTORS:
 

On 80% of the tractors that come in here running hot, the radiators look clean!
 If the coolant level is OK & belts are tight:

Shine a light through the radiator to see if it is blocked with dust, lint, pollen, seeds or straw. 
. 
DO NOT WASH WITH WATER as this only makes mud. 
 

Use air pressure from inside out and then pressure wash, watching for fin damage from the spray.

OTHER THINGS TO WATCH FOR:

1.  Do not run straight antifreeze fluid but the recommended mix with water for the temperature in your area to prevent freezing. 

2.  We would recommend changing the coolant solution every two years.

3.  Overheating from leaks in cooling system causing loss of cooling fluid.
4.  Loose generator/alternator belt
5.  Defective radiator cap
6.  Defective thermostat

7.  Make sure you instrumentation showing the fluid is too hot is correct.

8.  Tractor overheating by running the tractor in too high of gear for the working conditions.
3510 & 4110 TRACTORS:
The early models had the battery mounted high and covering lots of radiator fins where as the later ones were modified to lower the battery down giving more room for air flow.

I have a “battery drop kit” on my shopping cart to convert the earlier models.

15 & 16 series TRACTORS:
Nine times out of ten the radiator is the problem.  You might try putting a drop light on the inside fan area and look thru the front to see if you can see the light shining through the radiator.
Always clean with compressed air and not water.

Also check:

LOW COOLANT LEVEL

LOOSE WATER PUMP BELT

ANTIFREEZE MIXTURE

DEFECTIVE THERMOSTAT

DEFECTIVE TEMP. SENSOR
