Mahindra Power Steering Problems
MAINTENANCE:

Don’t forget to grease all fittings on the spindles, tie-rod ends, etc. as these may be binding.
1.  Jack the front wheels up off the ground and see if both wheels will move in & out and are not binding.
BLEEDING THE POWER STEERING SYSTEM:

1.  If there is a Power Steering reservoir on the tractor, make sure it is full with the required fluid.
2. Bleed the system by turning the steering wheel from lock to lock a number of times should clear all air out of the system.
