Mahindra Tractor PTO Operation & Problems
NOTE: Always have the engine throttled down low when engaging the PTO and release the clutch or lever SLOWLY!  This prevents strain on the implement u-joints, driveline or shear pins.
“10” series models; 2310, 2810, 3510, 4110, 4510 & 7010 standard transmission tractors:

There is a push button and a twist switch on the dash which controls the PTO.  There is an electrical solenoid mounted under the right floorboard, along the side of the transmission.  This solenoid is prone to rusting or sticking up in rainy weather or when not used for a long time.  Tapping it with a small hammer will sometimes free it up.  Also, check that the electrical wire is hooked up OK.  There is also a small reset button on the back of the solenoid that can be pushed in to reset it.
“O5” & “25” series models including 450, 475, 485, 575, E-350, 3505, 4005, 4505, 5005, 3825, 3525, 4025, and 6025:

The PTO lever is mounted on the left side of the driver’s seat, is spring loaded toward the center of the tractor and is prevented from moving forward and rearward by a tang that dropping in a hole in the side of the center housing.

Caution:  Never force the PTO lever into gear if it does not engage easily. Let the clutch out a little to roll the gears and then move the lever into gear.  

 Moving the lever forward or backwards without pulling the lever with tang away from the center housing may bend the PTO lever.

Most 475 and early E-350 tractors required an over-running clutch on the end of the PTO shaft coming out of the back of the tractor.  They had a single stage clutch and the other models had a dual stage clutch which did not require this coupler.  This is to let the tractor PTO drive a shredder but if you stop the tractor, the motion of the shredder blades will “push the tractor forward” similar to the old 8 & 9N Ford tractors.  To remove this clutch, remove the grease fitting and plug on opposite side of coupler.  There is a roll pin that will drive out through the coupler and shaft to let it slide off the shaft.  Sometimes this may be stuck in place and hard to pull off.  ALWAYS USE THE OVER-RUNNING CLUTCH ON THESE MODELS.
