Mahindra Rear Axle Brake Problems
Dry Rear Axle Brakes:
1.  The earlier Mahindra models which use SAE 80-90 rear axle grease in transmission & rear axle run dry brakes (no oil on linings).  This type of brake is mounted on the outside of the rear end housing and consists of 2 discs on each side with springs & ball bearings.
2. Problems are usually corrected by adjustment or parts inside may be rusted up or sticking.

The dust boot can be damaged or the seal on the side of the rear end housing can leak oil into the unit.

3.  These parts are easily replaced of repaired.

Emergency Brakes:

1.  Earlier models can be adjusted by a knob on the end of the brake lever or an adjustment below the floorboard.
