Mahindra Tractor Tire Information
Tire Pressure:

1.  Generally, front tires will need 25 to 35 lbs of air pressure but check your owner’s manuals for sure.

2.  If equipped with front loader, you will need about 10 lbs. over what the book tells in the front tires. Owner’s manuals usually do not cover models with front loader.

Tire Sizes:

1.  Anytime you go to larger tires on the rear you will change the drive gearing and speed in relation to the ground.  It can also cause interference with tractor frame, running gear when turning & fenders.

Changing Tires on a 4-wheel Drive Tractor:

1.  The distance around (circumference) of the front and rear tires are in a ratio and the ratio must be kept the same.  If not, the front and rear tires will not be pulling equally in 4-wheel drive and one will out-drive the other.
2.  If not replacing with identical size tires, watch the tire width or can run into clearance problems with tractor frame, loader frame or fenders, but watch out for the circumference of the tires.

Tire Sealer:

There are about 3 or more ways to seal tires to help prevent thorns from puncturing them:

1.  The liquid tire sealer is the least expensive way to seal a tire but probably the least effective.

2.  We sell a liquid sealer with fiberglass in the fluid which is a better sealer but you must bump the tire pressure up about 5 psi. to help seal.  It will work with and without tubes but better without tubes.
3.  The tires can be foam filled which cures more like gasket silicone and uses no air in the tire.

Foam filling takes a day or two to cure and is very expensive, especially for the rear tires.

This sealer is not replaceable and is extremely heavy but you can shoot it with a rifle and it will not go flat.

It is also very hard on the rims and running gear.

4.  Aircraft tires are 20 plus plies and work well on a front loader and are usually sold with rims. 

Many tire shops will not mount or work on them.
