Mahindra Transmission Problems
The earlier models of Mahindra and some of the later models do not have synchronized transmissions.

This means that you “do not shift them on the go”.  You start off in what ever gear position you are going to work in.

Even on the synchronized models I do not recommend shifting them on the go as there are very few times that it is needed when working tractors.  After all they are not automobiles and there are no stop lights and need to pass cars.

When you push the clutch in on a standard shift tractor you should be able to shift it into gear without grinding of the gears.  If there is gear grinding, the clutch probably needs adjustment, is stuck or replacement is needed.  See the clutch trouble shooting section on my site at www.mahtechclutch.doc.
On some models with straight cut transmission gears you may have to lift the clutch peddle a little to roll the gears if they are hitting tooth to tooth to make them engage. 

Shuttle Reverse Shifting:

On models with reverse shuttle they should shift without grinding when nearly stopped and the clutch pushed depressed.  Grinding problems is usually due to clutch or transmission synchronizers may be defective.
