DASH EMISSIONS TROUBLE LAMP  
Generally the turbo equipped tractors have an emissions trouble lamp in the dash cluster.

This is how the lamp should work during normal operations:

1.  When you turn the ignition switch on and start the engine the lamp should be glowing.

2.  Within approx. 2 minutes the lamp should go off and stay off.

3.  f the lamp stays on or flashes on & off after the 2 minutes, there is a problem with some part of the EMISSIONS SYSTEM.

4.  This normally does not mean damage will occur if you continue to operate the tractor but that it may not be running within federal guidelines as far as emissions are concerned.  There are numerous sensors located on the engine that feed information to a controller that can modify engine timing, etc.

5.  This lamp will also come on as a service alarm after 1,000 hours of service.
